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Everyday we hear the message: ''You are unique. You are special. You are exceptional''. We all hear the same message in one context or another… sometimes as part of a media advert aimed at encouraging you to purchase an item or a service… or sometimes in the sincere voice of friend or loved one.

Most of us probably smile, and briefly feel good about ourselves… and then move on, forgetting or not understanding the deeper truth of the statement.

Some of us however realise that it means something more.

 

If we are all special… if indeed each of us has some quality that makes us unique…. then surely we have a personal duty of finding it? This is after all where our true power lies. 
Consider the following: 
In the absence of luck or fate, warriors of the exact equal size, speed and skill who clash in battle will in all likelihood destroy each other without a clear victor stepping forward. But, where a combatant possesses a unique quality or a special skill which distinguishes him/her from the opponent, his/her chance of victory increases dramatically.

 
 

So what is your special quality, you unique ability…? Whatever it is, this will be a source of great personal power.

The question is, where do you find it?

 

In both the ‘Known’ and the ‘Unknown’.

 

The Known refers to those special parts of ourselves that the rest of the world can clearly see. These talents or gifts are usually socially acceptable and typically include sporting abilities, academic achievements and physical beauty. These are all wonderful qualities and are indeed sources of great personal power…. But they are different from the Unknown…. And perhaps less powerful.

 

The Unknown refers to those qualities that have not been exposed to the world. An important part of their power and attraction lies in the very fact that they are still ‘hidden’. Perhaps we are afraid of them ourselves, and therefore we hide them, or perhaps they are socially simply unacceptable (which is usually the case). In either event they often end up being referred to as, the Shadow or Darkness of mankind.

Unfortunately this association with evil, vice or sin has led mankind to suppress and restrain it, and subsequently many of us are missing out on experiencing the full potential inside of us.

After all, by no means are these qualities necessarily evil or sinful. They are simply instruments. Our reason for using them, and how we use them, this is what makes it evil or not.

(Would it not be more ‘sinful’ to NOT explore our full potential… to NOT use our opportunities and divine gifts to the utmost? You decide.)

 

Thus my invitation and challenge to you is to set out and seek these qualities, these talents…. These GIFTS hidden inside of you. It is a path that requires great courage and discipline, for it is a path that we all must walk alone. No other person can walk ahead of you to light the way. No, the path into your own being can only be walked by you alone. But this is where your power lies.
